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Terms of Reference – Advocacy Fellow at the Balfour Project Fellowship Programme
The Balfour Project is offering opportunities for passionate individuals to join the Fellowship Programme for the 2024/25 academic year. As a Fellow at the Balfour Project, you will have the chance to work with our advocacy team on meaningful projects, collaborate with different organisations and individuals, and gain valuable experience in political advocacy.
Responsibilities:
1. Assist in designing, planning and executing an advocacy project for the year, based on the advocacy strategy. This can be related to: state recognition, occupation illegality, upholding of international law, banning of settlers and defending human rights, among others issues.
2. Support our advocacy team in organising and executing advocacy initiatives, including, but not limited to, letter writing initiatives and petitions, reports or briefings for MPs, and organisation of round tables or panels. 3. Assist in conducting research on occupation illegality, British historic responsibility, ongoing ties to the settlements enterprise and UK government policies.
4. Contribute to the development of advocacy materials, including social media content and press releases.
5. Engage with other Fellows in the team, as well as other partner organisations and groups, to mobilise action and raise awareness about our themes of work.
6. Participate in meetings with the team and training sessions of the Fellowship Programme to expand your knowledge of political advocacy, international law and the narratives of the P/I issues.


Qualifications, experience and skills:
1. Currently enrolled in or recently completed an undergraduate* or postgraduate degree, PHD degree in Human Rights, International Law, Middle Eastern Studies, International Relations, Politics, or a related field. (*Applicants currently enrolled in an undergraduate degree must be in their final year of study.)
2. Excellent research and analytical skills.
3. Relevant work/internship experience in policy research, human rights or awareness raising campaigns, or similar, preferably in the field of P/I.
4. A strong commitment to human rights and social justice, specifically in P/I.
5. Strong initiative.
6. Outstanding written and verbal communication skills. 
7. Organisational and project management skills.
8. Interpersonal and relationship-building skills.
9. Ability to work effectively in a team environment and independently.
10. Strategic thinking and problem-solving abilities.
Benefits:
1. Gain hands-on experience in P/I advocacy and project management.
2. Have the opportunity to work with a passionate and diverse team of activists.
3. Gain insights into the workings of leading British organisations and think tanks in the field of P/I.
4. Benefit from networking opportunities with professionals and activists in the field of P/I.
5. Personal and professional development through mentorship and training.


Time commitment:
The Advocacy Fellow will work between 25 and 30 hours per month, at times which will suit them as well as our team, to be able to accommodate team meetings which will take place every fortnight. The Fellow will have a review meeting with their supervisor every three months, in which the suggested working hours can be assessed in case working hours need to be increased or decreased, depending on the amount of work and the Fellow’s progress. The Fellowship will run throughout the 2024/25 academic year, from mid-October 2024 until June 2025.
Remuneration:
The Advocacy Fellow will receive remuneration for their work. The exact sum is subject to budget constraints and the strength of applications, and will be decided once applications have been reviewed and shortlisted, and by the time the interviews are conducted.
Location:
The role is primarily remote, but the Fellow must be available to travel to London for the two mandatory Fellowship events, in November 2024 and February/March 2025.
