Responsibilities:
1. Design, create, edit and post social media posts and videos for the Balfour Project’s Instagram, TikTok, Facebook, and X pages, related to the charity’s education and advocacy objectives.
2. Find new audiences for the charity and engage with them on social media.
3. Brainstorm content ideas with the fellowship team and organise those in the content calendar, to create a consistent stream of new content for audience interaction.
4. Work with the fellowship team and other fellows to promote our work and objectives on social media.
5. Participate in the Balfour Project Fellowship training programme.

· Strong knowledge of Palestine/Israel.
· Outstanding written and verbal communication skills.

· Highly organised and able to work independently.

· Previous experience working in social media and/or graphic design in a similar field.
